DO YOU KNOW THAT.... 
The Church uses colours of the vestments, to 
identify the Liturgical Seasons and certain liturgical 
celebrations?  Liturgical ornaments such as the 
hanging of fabric placed on the altar, the lectern 
fall and the tabernacle veil may also match in 
colour the vestments for that season or the 
celebration. Green is used for the Season of 
Ordinary Time. Purple of Violet is used for the 
Seasons of Advent and Lent and may be chosen for 
All Souls Day and funerals Masses. White 
vestments are worn for the Seasons of Christmas 
and Easter, Solemnities and Feasts of Our Lord 
(except Our Lord’s Feast of the Exaltation of the 
Cross-red) and Our Lady, Solemnities, Feasts and 
Memorials of saints (except Martyrs). Cloth of 
gold, ivory, and cream can replace white. White 
may also be used for funeral Masses. Vibrant Red 
vestments are worn for Pentecost, on Palm 
Sunday, Good Friday at Votive Masses for the Holy 
Spirit, for Solemnities, Feasts and Memorials of 
Martyrs. The color Rose but not pink is used only 
on the Third Sunday of Advent and the Fourth 
Sunday of Lent. Black may be used for All Souls Day 
and for funeral Mass.
