CONCRETE REPAIRS UNDERWAY 
 

Repairs are currently underway to the concrete sidewalk pads 
at some locations around the church: sunken concrete pad 
where we place the Nativity scene, sunken and cracked 
sidewalk at the entrance to the elevator, sunken sidewalk at 
the base of the prayer pavilion stairs and cracked concrete 
pad at the back door of the rectory. Waterproofing repairs to 
the prayer pavilion, along the section of the wall attached to 
the church, and tuck-pointing of the stairs to the Parish Office 
will be completed as part of the project. Due to the effects of 
weather and time, these areas have experienced cracking 
and/or sinking, and loosening of the brick mortar. During the 
last two winters, we experienced a number of water damage 
incidents and these repairs are being undertaken now to 
reduce the risk of further water damage to the interior of the 
church, hall and rectory. Please exercise caution around the 
repair areas.     Fr. Yaw
