“Counting the Cost, Finding True Freedom” 

Life constantly asks us to make choices that require sacrifice—building a house, raising a fam-

ily, starting a career. Jesus reminds us in today’s Gospel that following Him is no different. 

Discipleship is not accidental or casual—it is a deliberate choice that requires counting the 

cost. 

The Book of Wisdom reminds us that human reasoning is limited: “We can hardly guess at 

what is on earth.” Left to ourselves, our plans often fail. But God gives us wisdom through 

His Spirit so that we may walk in His ways. The psalmist teaches us to pray: “Teach us to 

count our days, that we may gain a wise heart.” Life is short; wisdom is learning to use it 

well. 

Paul shows us what this wisdom looks like in practice. He asks Philemon to welcome Onesi-

mus, not as a slave but as a beloved brother in Christ. God’s wisdom transforms our relation-

ships—moving us from seeing people as problems or possessions to recognizing them as fami-

ly. 

Then Jesus delivers the challenge: “Whoever does not carry their cross and follow me cannot 

be my disciple.” He asks us to put Him above family, possessions, even our very lives. This 

may sound hard—but it is the only path to true freedom.  

So the question for us today is: What is weighing down our soul, what possessions, fears, or 

relationships hold us back from freely following Christ? Maybe it is the fear of failure, the de-

sire for control, the comfort of routine, or even the opinions of others. Jesus is not asking us to 

abandon responsibility or love, but to live in such a way that nothing is more important than 

him. 

And here is the promise: when we put Christ first, when we “give up” what weighs us down, 

we do not lose—we gain. As the psalm says, “Satisfy us in the morning with your steadfast 

love, so that we may rejoice and be glad all our days.” In Christ, we discover a joy the world 

cannot give, a freedom no possession can buy, and a love stronger than death. 

Discipleship is costly—but it is also the greatest gift. Let us ask today for wisdom from on 

high, for hearts that are not afraid to count the cost, and for the courage to follow Christ with 

everything we are and everything we have. For in him alone, our days find meaning, our rela-

tionships find depth, and our lives find their eternal home.
